The Classroom
The best intervention for dealing with students is to create a classroom environment that is conducive to teaching and learning by utilizing these items.
· Provide Clear Directions

· Communicate Classroom Procedures

· Let Students Know What the Daily Objectives Are

· Spend More Time Planning Than Grading

· Create Engaging Lessons – Gardner’s Multiple Intelligence Model

· Show Students That You Care About Them

· Provide Multiple Learning Opportunities for Students to Demonstrate Their Knowledge/Skill/Ability

· Create Positive Incentives

Interventions
In order to help students be the most successful as humanly possible, here are some interventions that could be implemented by the teacher.  These interventions should be implemented to assist students to perform at higher levels of achievement.
· Call Home 

· Hold a One-on-One Student-Teacher Conference 

· Mail a Letter Home 

· Have a Student Take a Letter Home (not for all students)
· Utilize Student-Teacher Behavior Identification and Adjustment Form (see URL to tutorial below) 

· Assign Detentions – Better Labeled ‘Tutoring Sessions’ 

· Use Progress Sheet to Monitor Student
· Observe a Colleague Engaging with Similar Students
· Video Record a Lesson and Critique It
· Invite a Colleague to Observe Lesson
· Make a Student Intervention Team Referral (after teacher interventions are exhausted)
