Are you here to teach the content or to teach the student?

How do you respond to tests in which you perform poorly?

If you were a student in this community, how would you perceive educators who did not incorporate learner-orientated lessons to help you perform well on such tests?

What sort of educator would not modify his/her methodologies to help students score better on standardized tests?

Considering the long-lasting impact that a standardized test will have on this community, what will you do to make the results as positive as humanly possible?

Have you recently modified your lesson plans to adjust for standardized testing? Was it successful? How do you know if it was successful or not? Did you share your findings with another educator?  Did you change what you do?

The politics of standardized testing is open for debate and not discussing the issue may be more detrimental than doing nothing at all. However, if you engage solely on the politics of standardized testing without changing what you do, how effective of an educator will you be to the students in this community?
